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The Rosary tells the story of Jesus, in five parts. When we pray the Rosary, we say certain prayers, like 
the Our Father and Hail Mary. But we also remember stories that are called "mysteries." Mysteries are 
stories about God. The Rosary begins with the Joyful Mysteries, which are happy stories.
